	

	


			

MATURE AGE STUDENTS’ ASSOCIATION (MASA) REGULATIONS

7.8.1 Role
7.8.1.1 The role of the Mature Age Students’ Association (MASA) Committee is to:
(a) provide a support network for all mature age students at UWA;
(b) provide opportunities for mature age students to build strong networks amongst each other;
(c) promote and nurture a mature age students culture and society at UWA;
(d) promote the welfare of mature age students;
(e) work to implement approved policies of the MASA Committee;
(f) foster co-operation amongst mature age students and also between mature age students and other students on campus.
7.8.2 Membership
7.8.2.1 The MASA Committee comprises:
(a) the Vice-President of the UWA Student Guild, or a delegate from Guild Council; and
(b) at least two (2) directly elected mature age students.
7.8.2.2 The Vice-President of the Guild or the delegate:
(a) is elected in accordance with the election regulations;
(b) must regularly report to Guild Council on the activities of the MASA; and
(c) must present an annual report to the November meeting of Guild Council on the activities of the MASA
7.8.2.3 Members of the MASA Committee, other than the Vice-President of the Guild, or delegate: 
(a) are elected by the MASA Committee at its second semester meeting each year; and  
(b) can be nominated by a mature age student who is a member.  
7.8.2.4 The MASA is governed by the MASA Committee.  
7.8.2.5 The MASA Committee has the power to make rules for the proper conduct of its  affairs. 
7.8.2.6 All rules and alterations to those rules are included in the Guild Statute Book upon receiving approval from Guild Council. 
7.8.3 Quorum 
7.8.3.1 The quorum of a meeting is at least half of the members of the MASA Committee. 
7.8.4 Frequency of Meetings 
7.8.4.1 The MASA Committee meets at least once first and second semester of each year. 
7.8.5 General Regulations 
[bookmark: _GoBack]7.8.5.1 The MASA Committee may form a sub-committee to deal with and report on any matters deemed necessary by the MASA Committee. 
7.8.5.2 The policies of the MASA are approved by a simple majority of the MASA Committee members. 
7.8.5.3 As far as they are applicable to the MASA Committee, the standing orders of the standing committees of the Guild will apply to all meetings of the MASA Committee. 
7.8.5.4 The MASA Committee will prepare the budget prior to the first semester meeting of the Committee. 
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
