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Eligibility

[bookmark: _GoBack]A Guild Financial Hardship Loan is a loan of up to $1000 for students who have been directly financially impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic and are needing financial assistance with living expenses.  If your financial circumstances have not been altered due to the pandemic, please discuss alternative financial options with Guild Student Assist.  Please read the below eligibility criteria and terms and conditions before applying.

 An Applicant must have lost their employment due to COVID-19 and:

1) Be a currently enrolled student at UWA and a current member of the Guild.

2) Demonstrate financial hardship (have little to no savings to draw upon) during the COVID_19 pandemic.

3) Currently not receiving any wage or payments from any other source (eg: Job Keeper, casual wage)

4) Currently not living at home (a small number of exceptions may apply to this criteria, please discuss with Student Assist)

5) Have the potential to begin to repay the loan once pandemic is over.

6) Have at least 6 months of study remaining at UWA or demonstrate their ability to repay the loan prior to graduating.


Terms and Conditions

7) The applicant must meet the eligibility criteria.

8) The maximum amount for financial hardship loan is $1,000, however the Guild reserves the right to provide a lesser amount depending on the review of a student’s personal circumstance. 

9) A student can apply for 1 financial hardship loan during the COVID-19 pandemic.

10) Loan payments will be made via bank transfer. Cash cannot be given at this time.

11) All loans are repayable in full within 12 months of the approval date or by the time the student graduates (whichever occurs first). All applicants must have at least 6 months of study remaining. If a student has less than 6 months of study left, they must demonstrate their ability to repay the loan prior to graduating.

12) If a student presents to Student Assist in extreme financial need, a Guild Student Assist Officer can approve an Emergency Loan to fill the financial gap while the financial hardship loan is being processed. This is decided on a case-by-case basis. The Student Assist Officer may also refer the student to the University for further financial hardship assistance.

13) The final decision on a financial hardship loan application will be via the Student Assist Officer with the written approval of 2 members of the Guild Executive (one being the President).

14) The financial hardship loan is predominantly approved to be used for living expenses (such as rent, food, bills) during the pandemic.
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15) If in receipt of a financial hardship loan, the student is unable to apply for a further Ordinary Loan or Grant until the financial hardship loan has been repaid.
16) Once monies have been transferred to the student’s bank account, the student is obligated to produce (via email) receipts for expenditure of the hardship loan.

17) Students who have received a hardship loan cannot apply for an Emergency Loan within 6 months without meeting a Student Assist Officer first to discuss their circumstances.

Purpose of Guild Financial hardship loan

18) The Guild Financial Hardship Loan has been introduced to assist students in a situation whereby they were stood down from current employment or are unable to obtain employment due to the COVID-19 pandemic and are now unable to meet basic living expenses.  If you are in receipt of JobKeeper Allowance and have a wage during this time you would not be deemed as being in financial hardship.

19) A Guild Financial Hardship Loan must be used for living expenses and documents showing purchases are to be emailed to Student Assist.

20) The UWA Student Guild reserves the right to refuse any loan application on any basis.


Application Process

21) Once you have completed this application form and gathered your supporting documentation (listed on page 7), please contact a Student Assist Officer at the Guild by emailing assist@guild.uwa.edu.au to lodge your paperwork. If you are unsure as to whether you may be eligible, please feel free to contact Student Assist who can discuss your situation with you.

22) All reasonable steps will be taken to decide upon loans within the shortest possible time. If approved, this may take up to 1 week (or longer) for the money to show in your bank account.

23) Where not approved, the reasons for the decision will be outlined.
